3. Sign the Criminal Background Waiver and Clinical Student Disclosure Statement, and
submit both to the Health Careers Office or M-TEC Office.

4. Purchase book, workbook, gait belt (available at the KCC bookstore or at M-TEC), and a
white uniform and shoes to wear on clinical days.

Note: Orientation to the clinical facility is required and may be scheduled outside
of the regular class and clinical schedules.
